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Dear Friends

In my eight years at our museum, this is without doubt the most
concerning report | have prepared for you.

At the time of writing, the museum is utterly wrapped up in the
Covid19 crisis. In early March we established our own COBR group
with the help of museunvolunteer stalwarts Angela Main and Lizzie
Wiscombe (both experienced nurses) and introduced a twice daily
cleaning routine of areas that might be often touched by visitors and
schools. This all feels long ago, but it put us ahead of virtually every
other museum in the South West. A couple of weeks later we took
the decision to close the museum. This was essential to protect
volunteers and staff.

On the following Monday, the lockdown was imposed and for the
museum (just like everyone else) life becaméiquS & dzZNNB | f &
taken advantage of the government furlough scheme to support
wages, and as a Trust we are striving to do more to financially
protect our staff than the law might expect us to. Our small staff
team is marvellous and the museum will dbiareasonably can for

them.

At the moment | am working from home and Paddy Howe our
Geologist is working part time in the museum. Other members of the
team are furloughed. Before being furloughed (we seem to have a
new passive verb!) Operations Managr Bridget Houseago
significantly upgraded our online and digital profile. You can check
out the website and learn how to make a model of Mary Anning or a
plesiosaur! We are also putting the finishing touches on a series of
museum films for our own You TBb OK I yy St & | 2 dzQf f
search for fossils with Paddy from the comfort of your home.

As our closest supporters you should be assured that we are doing all
we can to protect our collections and building. Either a member of
staff or a specialistalunteer checks the building every day and our
alarm and security procedures cover are unaffected.



After a great deal of analysis, the trustees have decided that the
museum should stay closed until September. Lyme in summer will be
a highrisk environmentfor Covid19 infection, and it is a challenge

to maintain social distance as one walks around Lyme, and even
more difficult in the museum. We are hoping that we can introduce
socially distanced fossil walks for small groups before September.

more soluble in cold water which is why fish in a garden pond can
sometimes be seen gasping on the surface on a hot ddl/these
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effects are more pronounced highup the shore as these pools are
exposed to the air for longerRockpools far out on the ledges might
be exposed by only a few low tides each manthhis difference
creates zones as you walk from the top of the beach towards the sea
Only the hardiest ad best adapted creatures are at the top of the
shore.

When you look at the beaches either side of Lyme Regis at low tide
you will see the alternating layers of limestone and shale extending
out into the sea These form extensive ledgeshallowly sloping
downwards towards the seaThese two rock types give a greater
diversity of marine life The hard limestone provides a solid
attachment for seaweeds and shell§he shale is soft enough to be
burrowed into, creating homes for many imtebrates As the shale
erodes away it leaves overhangs of limestone aboVée crevices
created are great for small invertebrates to hide Mo time of day is
safe on a shore, creatures are hunting day and nighen the tide

Is in fish and crabs s& prey When the tide is out gulls stalk the
beach, especially in winter when schoolchildren with sandwiches are
in short supply

If you walk out on the
beach to the east of
Lyme the first
limestone ledges you
see show little life
beyond green algae
As you get further
across the ledge you
will start to see
barnacles, limpets and
edible periwinkles At first glance they are just dotted about on the
ledge Look more closely and you see they are not randomly
distributed; most are in hollows or in theacks in the limestone
These areas are damp and protected from the stones flung about by
winter storms and from seagullsWhen the tide is in, or on damp
cool days, limpets will wander over the ledges feeding on the algae
they scrape away with their r@l tongue (radula) When the tide
goes out again they return to the same place on the roéls they
settle, they shuffle their shell Gradually the shell erodes the rock
creating a slight hollow the limpet rests. iThis helps them to resist
predatorsand also water loss when exposed to the.aifhe circular
pennysized indentations you see on the ledges are obituaries to
dead limpets.

Further out still you come to layers of shale that look like a Swiss
cheese, they have thousands of holes about 15nmmdiametet
These are created by a bivalve mollusc called a piddGeie end of
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
